figurative language	language used to create a special effect or feeling.
imagery	a word or group of words in a literary work which appeal to one or more of the senses: sight, taste, touch, hearing, and smell
simile		a comparison of two unlike things using like or as
metaphor	a comparison of two unlike things without using the word like or as.
alliteration	The repetition of sounds at the beginning of words, such as "Peter Piper picked a peck of pickled peppers."
personification	giving human qualities to animals or objects
onomatopoeia	the use of a word whose sound imitates or suggests its meaning
hyperbole	intentional exaggeration to create an effect
[bookmark: _GoBack]idiom	An expression that cannot be understood if taken literally (ex- "Get your head out of the clouds").
oxymoron	when contradictory or opposing terms are used together
